UNCLE RAY'S CORNER
Vienna Yean Mftdo Hitler Better

Seven years in Vienna explain
much ot tbc blUerncsK which hns
followed Adolf Hitler through
life. He went there »t the age of
16, with the hope of becoming an
artist or an architect. Instead ol
winning either of those goals, ha
found it hard to «*rn a bare liv-
ing.

As the yean passed, h« went
from one job to another, and ther«
were times when h« had no job
at all. He brooded over his trou-
bles, and tried to fix the blame.

We have hi* own story to tell
how he happened to become harsh
in' his feelings toward Jews. He
declares that Jews argued with
him about politics, and would not
let their views be changed. He al-
so says they took a world view-
point instead ot • "national Ger-
man, viewpoint.

Still, worse, claims Hitler, the

Jews were In complete charge of
the Socialist, or Social Democrat,
party. This claim Js not true. Many
lending Socialists in Austria, Ger-
many and elsewhere were not Jew-
ish, Before the World war there
were several million Socialists in
Germany, where the number of
Jewish voters was less than 200,-
000.

Hitler says he lost two of hi»
Job§ because he would not join
labor unions. This led him to cry
out against unions, and against the
Socialists he said were running
them.

As a young man, Hitler had little1

if any, liking for his native land.
At heart, he was more of a German
than an Austrian. He admired the
German soldiers and their history
,of victories in war.

At the age of 23, Hitler moved
from Vienna to Munich. It was
not a long trip to this part of

southern Germany, but it proved
important. The change turned him
into a resident of the country he
later was to control and lead into
war.

"Durinr "»T youth," i*y«
Hitler, "uothinr pained me
mote th»u th« fwst I- WM
born when temple* of flory
were built only for iner-
ch»nU or official* of the
government . . . I looked up-
on Uils period of 'quiet and
order' a« » mean trick of
File. Even »K » boy. I WM
not » pacifist."
In other words, the desire for

war was in his brain even in that
early stage of his life. Hi* heroes
were heroes of war, and h« -want-
ed monument* to b» built lor
them.

In 1914, two year* after Hitler
reached Munich, war broke out,
the worst wnr which had cursed
Europe up to that time.
