CATS HAVE EYES OF VARIOUS
, COLORS
HERE is a saying that a
Siamese cat “is born white
but turns black if it hves long
enough.”

The saying is only partly
true. Siamese cats are born
white and tend to become
darker as they grow older, but
they do not “turn black.”

The white Siamese kitten has
a cry which differs from the ordi-
nary ‘“‘meow.” This odd cry is
something like “cree,” and when
Siamese kittens cry they are said
to be ‘“creeling.’"

Siamese cats of pure breed have
blue eyes. Often they have cream-
colored hair over most of the body,
along with dark brownish ecolor
about the face, ears, tail and
lower legs,

_ The country formerly known as

Siam, but now called Thailand, is
Jooked upon as the first home of
Siamese cats. Some of these cats
were transported to Europe, and
were bred for sale and for display
at “shows.” A Siamese prince vis-
ited England several years ago,
ang after being there for a while,
he said,"“I have seen more Siamese
cats in Londen than I ever saw in
Siam!” !

Tests seem to have proved that
temperature helps to change the
coloring of Siamese cats. They
tend to become darker in cold cli-
mates than in regions where the
weather is warm the year around.

One sirain of Siamese cats has
eyes which are yellow instead of
blue. Adults of this strain are en-
tirely of chocolate brown color,

The most common eye color of
cats is green, bui many kinds have
eyes with other colors. Most breeds

of Persian cats have orange as the
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“siandard’ color of the eyes. One
kind of Persian cat not' only has

orange eyes but also orange-col- |

ored furs.

Many white Persian cais are an
exception {o the rule, having blue
instead of orange eyes. Blue-eyed
cats of any breed are likely to be
deaf if ‘their coats are entirely

-white.
»

The so-called “chinchilla cat®
has blue-green eyes as a standard,
angd its fur is a silvery gray, very
close 1o white. Often it is called
“the silver cat.”

Several kinds of cats-are known
as “tabbies”” We have the blue
tabby, the brown tabby, the sirip=
ed tabby and. the .silver t{abby.
Sometimes the name “tabby” I8
vsed as a general name for house
cats.

The siriped tabby also is called
the “tiger cat.” It is gray with
black stripes, and' a kind of *
ter M" is to be found on its fores
head.
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
