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AP Case Goes

to High Court

WASEINGTON — (P} — The
supleme court Monday agreed to
review thed ccision of a three-
judge New York federal district
court in the government's anti-
trust suit against the Asgsociated
Press {AP).

In & brief notation on its order
Hst. the eourt neied “probable
jurisdiciion” in the matrer. Such
a nolation meana that the court
agrees to hear oral arguments and
accept briefs on the case. The
arguments are expected to be
heard in the fall.

The Associated Press, in a di-
rect appeai to the supreme court
filed last month, contended that
the New Vork court’s judgment
helding it guilty of vislaling the
antltrust laws, would subject it o
the supervision of the depariment
of justice and the federal courts
in such a manner as to be “whally
incompatible with freedom of the
press.”

The government, a few days
later, filed 2 cross-appeal 2TgUing
that the judgment was too limited
in scope to . effectively prevent
tcontinuance or rencwal’ of al-
leged anti-trust -vielations by the
AP,

By n lwo 1o ane decision, the
dlatriet eonet o Jdnn, 13 enjoined
AP from ebuserving bylnws which
permll members 10 consider Lhe
competilive position of am appli-
eant for mernbership. The tribu-
nal sald, however, that AP might
restrict applicants on othe grounds
and ruled that if AP mndified.its
bylaws 1o the court’s satisfaction
it might centinue to provide a
news report exclusively to mem-
bers, to roguite members to furh-
jsh Jocal mews 1o AP exclusively,
and to retain a coniract with Can-
adian press, )

The government's appeal urged
that AP he enjoined perpetually
from restricting new memberships
jrrespective of any meodiflications
in ils bylaws.

erican monkeys live in the forests
and jungies of Peru. They be-
long to the group of "howlers” and
are noted for the loud noises they
make, Their food iz made up
chiefly of leaves and fruit, and if
we can judge by their noises they
must have frouble dividing up
their meals!  They have large
veice-baxes, hut litle room in
“heir heads for brains, They can
male a big noige, but aren’t smart.

Firing from tree to tree are
bright-celored parrots, also the
Irig-bilied birds lehown as toucans,
Spoonbills and cranes wade In the
rivers and marshes.

Indians of eastern Peru live a
rather wild life, though some of

them pilant gardens and raise llve-
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stock. A hoy of 10 or 12 is seldom
found in -scheool. The custom is
1o train the children to earn a liv-
ing ot a tender age. The boys are
taught to go nut and hunt with
spears, or wilh bows and arrows.
An Indian boy may make a name
for himself as a hunier by the

lime he s only 12 years old.
