Early Potter's Wheel
Was Turned by
Use of Hand

Much of the soil on our earth is
made up of clay. When clay soil
is wet, it turns into slippery, sticky

j mud.
i A certain amount of clay in the
soil is good for crops, but the
farmer does not want "pure clay."
It would be too hard for plant-
ing when dry. It also would not
let rain water run properly to the
roots of plants.

Yet pure clay is found in some
places, and many other places
have clay which is almost pure.
Such clay is of real value. It can
be used in the making of pottery,

Clay dishes and jars were made
during the Late Stone Age in
Europe and elsewhere. The sticky
soil was taken from the earth and
molded Into wlmpo with the hands,
Then it was allowed to dry in the
sun.

Clay jars were used for storing
things. If they were baked in the
sun, not in an oven, they were
hardly fit for holding water—be-
cause they would leak. They could,
however, be used for storing nuts
and grain.

The first pottery was crude, but
it marked a step in the right direc-
tion. With .passing time, men
learned to bake clay jars in ovens.
When the ovens were hot enough,'

they gave the clay the power to
hold liquids without leaking."

Some early pottery makers
used basketwork to provide mod-,
els for their clay jars. They wove
dry grass, or other materials, into

shapes they wanted, then
covoi'ocl tho • models with cloy.
Later, the basketwork was burned
out, and the clay jars were left.

An important event was the in-
vention of the "potter's wheel." No
records tells who invented it, but
we know it was used in ancient
Egypt and Babylonia. An Egyp-
tian artist left us a picture of
potters at work, one of them using

wheel.
The early potter's wheel was a

round object which turned on a
pivot, a short distance above the

table with a top which could be
spun around. As he turned the
wheel with one hand, the potter
used his .other hand to shape the
moist clay.

Sometimes an ancient vp°tter's
wheel was turned by one person

ground. It was' like a little round' while another worked on shaping,

the clay. In modern times,
potter's wheels are turned by foot,
treadles, and others, by powet
machines.
