This was due to fear that Germany
would win the war and fear that
Japan would control Asia and the
Pacific. Today the facts arc clear
to everyone. The Nazis a i e beinir
driven buck in to the i r own yard
and the feai of Japan is ni l .

Now we are over the hil l . The
Allies are winning the war and
Hitlerism. Fascism and barbarism
—for awhile—will perish from the
earth. But a new fear appears on
the horizon—a fear of what will
happen af ter peace. It is not a fpar
of peace per se, but of economic
readjustment and reconversion of
plants to peace production. Peace
itself is optimistic and construct-
ive. Economic readjustment and
reconversion are way stations on
the road to peace and prosperity.
Yes. there will be a period of re-
construction and there will be a
briefer period of plant reconver-

.sion. Plant reconversion no doubt
Fwill be s impl i f ied by the European
collapse first. This will give us
time to adjust industry to peace
production while we are brushing
off Japan.

The stock market is a ther-
mometer that registers the psy-
chological temperature of busi-
nessmen and investors—their mass
appraisement of facts and influ-
encing factors. In less than six
months a f tp f we entered World
V'ar II the stock market rpcordod
its low point from which it has ad-
vanced over 60 per cent—an eval-
uation of facts. Now constructive •RAFn'ei-v
optimism far outweighs pernicious' "
pessimism. There is an enormous
accumulated demand for consumer
goods in this country. Rehabilita-
tion of devastated countries spells
increased demand from abroad.
Coupled with this is inflation, an
abundance of money and a rela-
tive scarcity of investment media.
What the stock market could do if
all these factors were released and
given free play just staggers one's
imagination.
