Sicily Is
an island of triangle shape. Long,
long ago it was joined to the toe
of the Italian boot, but a sinking
of land brought about a separa-
tion. Today we have Messina
strait between Sicily and the
mainland.

Ona day, during my travels, I
rode across Messina strait on a
railway train. This statement
may seem rather strange, but
here is what happened:

•I had been going through
southern Italy, and my train
reached 'the water's edge. A
barge was waiting there, and on
the barge were tracks which
were put in position to join those
on the land. The train ran put on
the barge, and was carried to
the shore of Sicily. I stayed inside
the train during the crossing.

Sicily is the home of 4,000,000
people. They speak Italian. The
island has been a part of the
Italian kingdom since the days of
Garibaldi.
