Farmers Seek
Strip-Crop Aid

100 in Dane County
Apply, Official Says

Dane county farmers have al-
ready sent in more than 100 ap-
plications lor strip-cropping help
for the 1947 season, according to
Jack Dcnsmore, Dane county soil
conservation service.

Many of these farmers want aid
in laying out terraces and other
types of soil conservation prac-
tices also, Densmore explained.

Program AmbHloiu
An ambitious program has be«n

laid out in soil conservation pro-
grams this year for Dane county,
with plans having been made to
establish 440 acres of renpvated
pastures, six miles of terracing.
17,000 feet of diversion ditches,
1,500 acres of strip-cropping, 500
acres of contour practices, and
180,000 lineal feet of tilini, grad-
ing, and checking.

Among other things outlined for
1947 are 18,000 square yards of
waterways to be built, 10,000
acres to be mapped for soil con-
servation surveys to study soil
type, degree of erosion, and p«r
cent of slope, and 1,500 acres to
be surveyed for drainage pro-
grams.

Because of the size of the pro-
jects, and because of the short-
age of manpower, Densmore re-
quests that farmers get their re-
quests in early.

Much Terractnc Needed
He pointed out that Dane coun-

ty needs about 140,000 acres strip-
cropped, and that 45,000 acres
could stand open ditch or tile
drainage.

The county needs about 4,500
miles oi terraces properly to pro-
tect land from water runoff and
only 20 miles of this has been
built..

County soil technicians will b*
organized into two-man crews
who will get out into the field as
soon as the ground opens up for
farming. They will start their op-
erations on grain lands first and
then on corn lands.
