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Sing-Song Words Re

When Helene S-Thomas Blotz

takes part in the Schoenberg festi-
val at Music hall Monday night,
she will face a most difficult task.
1t is to perform words to musical
accompaniment, adhering to in-
structions for pitch but never re-
minding the listener of singing.

Those instructions'are given by
Composer Arnold Schoenberg in
the preface to his “Plerrot Lun-
aire.” Three pieces from that work
will be performed in the 8 p. m.
concert by Prof. Blotz, Pianist Gun-
par Johansen, Violinist Rudolf
Kolisch, and Cellist Ernst Fried-
lander.

(Besides these numbers, the pro-
gram will consist of a song cyele,
“The Hanging Garden,” by Bettina
Rjorksten, soprano, and Naney
Fraser Smith, piano, and “Six Lit-
tle Pieces for Piano,” played by
Johansen.)

Kolisch will preface the concert
with explanatory remarks.

Prof. Henry W. Kaufmann of the
University of Wisconsin music
school has translated Schoenberg’s
preface especially for State Journal
readers. Here it is:

The melody indicated by
notes in the speaking part s,
with a few especially indicat-
ed exceptions, not intended
for singing. The performer
has the task to transform it
into a speech-melody with
careful attention to the indi-
cated pitches. This oceurs
when he:

ONE. Keeps the rhythm as
precisely as if he were sing-
ing, that is with no more free-
dom than he would allow him-
self with a sung melody.

TWO. Becomes conscious of
the difference between sung
and spoken tones; the sung
tone keeps the exact pitch
without any change, the
spcech tone only indicates the
pitch but leaves it again im-
mediately by a fall or rise of
the voice. The performer
must be very careful, how-
ever, not to fall into a kind of
sing-song. That is absolutely
not intended. A realistic-nat-

ural manner of speaking Is
also not to be attempted. On
the contrary -the difference
between usual speech and a
type of speech which func-
tions within a musical form
should be made clear. It must
however never remind one of
singing.

In addition the following
may be said about the per-
formance:

The performers never have
the task of conceiving the
mood and character of the in-
dividual pleces from the sense
of the words: this should al-
ways be done only from the
music. Insofar as the deserip-
tive representation in tones of
the events and emotions indi-
cated in the text were impor-
tant to the author, it is found
in the music anyway, Where
the performer feels it to be
lacking, he must refrain from
indicating anything that the
author did not want. He
would not add anything; he
would more likely detract,
