JAN PEERCE, w!io gave one of
the first concerts of his ca-
reer in the Wisconsin Union

Theater more than 12 years ago,
returned to that auditorium Tues-
day night to meet the same en-
thusiastic response he had receiv-
ed the night of July 19, 1940.

In those dozen yea«, Peerce hid
lost none of his lyric quality, none
of his warmth of voice and person-
ality; he had gained In musical and
dramatic stature.

By coincidence, two of his 1952
encores were 1940 encores, too—
"Vesti la Giubba" from "I Pagliac-
ci" and a Handelian "Old Mother
Hubbard." Another encore Wed-
nesday night was Rossini's "La
Danza," which was on the regular
1940 program.

And his accompanist was the
lame man—Warner Bass.

Peerce's. voice reminded one
somewhat of a silk-wound wire—
its very silkiness hiding, until the
right moment, the strength, resili-
ence, and temper.

His program,
with its many
encores, made it
possible for him
to display his
m u l t i p l e vir-!
tues — sweetness,
as in the opening
"Sento nel Core"
by Scarlatti; lilt
and happiness, as
in Schubert 's
'T' e r M u s e n-
sohn" and t h e
waltz song from
"The Gypsy Ba- PEERCE
ron;" sub d u e d
emotion, as in Schubert's "Der
Doppelganger;" dramatic strength
and passion, as in "Lucevan
Stelle" from "La Tosca" and the
"Pagliacci" aria, quiet humor, as
in the pithy "Love's Philosophy"
of Quilte.

Superior diction also marked
Peerce's performance. No matter
what the language—Italian, Ger-
man, French, English, or Yiddish
—those unfamiliar with the
tongues could still catch the words,
and with the program notes (print-
ed or oral) could appreciate the
propriety and honesty of the inter-
pretation.

Bass contributed two solos and
an encore to the program, but they
lessened rather than added to the
appreciation of his work because
of his theatrical approach.

At the end, Peerce told the audi-
ence he was "having a wonderful
time" and admitted to pleasure
and pride in the audience's de-
mands for encores. There was sen-
timent, too, he said, because of his
return after 12 years' absence.

Peerce will repeat the concert
