WASHINGTON i-'Sen. Wiley,
who defeated Democratic' Sen. F.
Ryan Dully, thus paving the wny
for Duffy to get the lifetime job,
st $10,000 a year, of federal judge
for the eastern district-of Wiscon-
sin, commented on Wisconsin
politics:

"The newspaper accounts of
coalitions are interesting.

"I doubt whether Phil (former
Gov. La Follette), In ready at, this

' "Some have long thought, how-
