Court Forbids
Amputation of
Girl's Arm

OLYMP1A, Wash.— (U.B— A de-
cision of the Washington supreme
court today forbade amputation of
an 11-year-old girl's enlarged
arm because her mother objects.

The girl, Patricia Hudson, Seat-
tle, had wanted the arm removed
so she might live a more normal
l i f e but her mother, Mrs. Nora
Hudson, objected because the fear-
ed the operation might cost the
chilf 's l ife.

Patricia's brothers and sisters
were aligned against their mother
and appealed to Superior Judge
William G. Long at Seattle to or-
der the operation. Long ordered
the operation, conditional on su-
preme court approval.

The high court held in a 6 to 3
decision that unless custody of the
child were awarded to another
guardian "the child may not be
subjected to a surgical operation
without the mother's consent."

The dissenting judges said that
Long had "properly assumed the
duty" which had been placed on
the parents.

At the hear ing before Long,
Patricia's brothers and sisters said
she of lcn had expressed the hope
that her lef t arm, 10 times the
size of her normal right arm, could
be removed. They said she wept
frequently because of the defor-
mity.

Doctors testified that the de-
formity was caused by "congenital
hypertrophy" which might result
in death within a tew years. They
said there was a "50-50" chance
that the operation would kill the
girl.

PAINESVILLE, O.— OJ.R)— Fong
Yuen Dong, a young Chinese-
American who wants nothing]
more than to "fly against the
Japs," is having a difficult time.

The 25-year-old American born
Chinese has spent most of his life
in China. He is a first-rate airplane
mechanic and pilot and has solo-
ed more than 150 hours. But his
mastery of written English isn't
good enough to advance him
further than the student license
he now holds. ,

In addition, his draft board,
over his objection, has kept him
in a deterred classification be-
cause of a wife and son whom
he must support. The regular army
has turned him down for the same
reason. Ironically, bis dependents
are in the Japanese-occupied Can-
ton area in China.

In the meantime, Fong spends
his time flying around ' the air-
port here. At night he guards the
airport's planes and works on
their motors. As airport guard,
Fong has been named a special
deputy by the Lake county sheriff.

But Fong is impatient to be off
to fight the Japs, believes that the
army may relent soon.
