A. The world ski Jumping rec-
ord Is 350.96 feet. The record
leap was made in 1938 by Joseph

M. Terman found from studying
neady 1000 couples that if you
present a list of human faults of
any sort to an unhappy husband,
he will say they not only de-
scribe his mate, but are the
cau:ie of his unhappiness. But
present the same list to the hap-
py husband, and while he may
admit his wife has these faults,
yet he will say they don't make
him unhappy.

Yas, and they are still safer if
they have only three words. Psy-
chologist Forbes, Yale Bureau
for Traffic Research, found that
signs with more than four words
could not be read quickly enough
by most drivers, especially those
goirg at high speed. And words
with only'three or four letters
wer<-> found to be safest.

Having two aces, Mrs. Klehmet
made the correct response of
five hearts, and to her amaze-
ment her partner bid six hearts.

At her next turn to bid she
had no idea what to do so she
passed. She was happy indeed
when North bid' six spades,
which she would have been glad
to double,- But without a mo-
ment's hesitation Mr. Perry bid

seven hearts, which North dou-
bled.

Of course Mrs. Klehmet
thought that her partner had
misunderstood her five hearts
bid and believed It to be an ac-
tual heart bid rather than sim-
ply an Indication .of two aces,
but she gamely passed.

She trumped the opening dia-
mond lead in dummy and took
three rounds of trumps. Then
she led the nine of clubs and
decided to go up with the ace

on the first round. North'! ten-
spot fell.

A small diamond wu rutted
In dummy, the jack, of club*
was led, and when South play-
ed low, Mrs. Klehmet decided
to try to drop the queen. When
it fell, her eight-ipot wu bigger
than South's six, «o all of her
clubs were good. She waa able
to discard. one of dummy'*
spades, and .thus make thirteen
tricks, a grand slam In heart*
without a heart In her hand.
