Then your object is to
discard safely at all cost Of
course you'd like to get the pack,
but you don't dare risk letting It
get away from you. Therefore,
both sides usually make the last
few discards as though walking
on eggs.

When the pack is frozen early,
you must expect that one side or
the other will get the pack sooner
or later. You must decide imme-
diately which side is the favorite.

If your side is favored, you
must s t r I k e a balance between
safety and enterprise. You must
not give the pack away with a
careless discard, but it would be
foolish to break your hand up en-
tirely unless you have reason to
believe that your partner will
save the day for you. If you are
quite sure that your side is fa
vored you can afford to discard
cards that match the melds of the
enemy (when such discards are
safe).

Improvement but "cannot reason-
ably be expected to overcome
certain Inherent limitations:" and
that RCA "can be expected to
Improve substantially."

The committee said that CBS
color quality Is superior to Its
rivals, but that RCA make* the
most effective use of the channel
space available.

Once FCC gets the color ques-
tion out of the way, It Is expected
to proceed to the business of au-
thorizing additional video chan-
nels and lifting the freeze on new
television station permits.
