TOKYO, Dec. 30. <l'.P> Gen.
Douglas MacArthur will tell the
Japanese in a New Year's mes-
sage that they may have to take
up arms in self-defense, it was
learned today.

Although the new Japanese
constitution bars any national
armed forces, MacArthur was ex-
pected to warn that Japan's hand
may be forced by the interna-
tional situation.
