FBI SEIZES GEMS
WORTH $32,800

NEW ORLEANS, April 6.—(AP)
An expectant mother's tip led FBI
agents to a $32,800 cache of missing
jewelry stashed away in a bank
deposit box here.

Carryinp out a court order,
agents opened a deposit box yester-
day and found a platinum diamond
bracelet valued at $24,000, a dia-
mond wristwatch, earrings and clip
pin.

They matched a description of
pieces missing- from about $90,000 i
worth of jewelry bought from New
Yoik dealers last October by
Ephraim Lishansky. The dealers
say Lishansky paid for them with
a check that bounced.

About $63,000 worth of the gems
was recovered when*Lishansky was
a i rested in Pasa-dend. Calif., m
January. Lishansky and his wife
operated a jewelry store at the
time.

The 33-year-old former jeweler is
now in Federal prison 'at Milan.
Mich., on charges in connection
with the check. Mrs. Lishansky, 23,
who is expecting her second child
in the fall, is in Wayne County
jail at Detroit on similar charges.

She told FBI agents at Detroit
she would try to give them informa-
tion on thp missing jeweliy if she
could get her S25,000 bond reduced
in time to have her baby outside
the jail.

She was allowed to. visit her hus-
band briefly • and1 after the visit,
Lishansky told the FBI to look in
a safety deposit box in a branch
of the Whitney National bank ut
New Orleans. He said the box was
rented in the name of James Phil-
lips. > '

It was in that box that the FBI
found the missing jewels.
