Classics they are called, because,
unlike yesterday's ne«s, they itre
as alive today as they were when
they were •written.

Let me give you a couple of ex-
amples.

Andrew Marvel!, an English poet,
lived in the seventeenth century.

By sheer accident I came across
his "Ode Upon Cromwell's Ketura.
From Ireland."

As I rend it I could hardly be-
lieve my eyes It might well have
.been entitled "MacArthur's Return
Fiom Japan." It might hnve been
dated April, 1951.

"Hn nothing common did or mean
Upon that memorable scene,

But with his homer eye
The axe's edge did try;

Nor call'd the Cods, with vulger
spite,

To vindicate his helpless right
But bow'd his comely head
De-wn. as upon a bed "

Next I read a few chapters of
"The Prince" by Maehiavelli, that
literary devil of the fifteenth cen-
tury.

Again I wondered. Again I im-
agined this same piece of aatanic
hypocrisy having been written in
1951.

"To govern mnie securelv," wrote

Machiavelli, "some princes have dis-
armed their subjects, others have
Icept those subject to them divided
by factions." *

And— "One error i n t o which
princes, unless very prudent or very
fortunate in their choice of friends
are apt to fall, is of so great im-
portance that I must not pass it
over. I mean in respect of flatter-
ers. These abound, because men take
such pleasure in their own con-
cerns, and so deceive themselves
with regard to them, that they can
hardly escape' this plague."

Or — "A certain prince of our own
days, whose name it is as well not
to mention, is always pleaching
peace and jrood faith, although the
mortal enemy of botht and both,
had he practised them as he preach-
es them, would, oftener than once,
have lost him king-dom and author-
ity."
