Q. Did Schoenberg, the com-
poser who died this month, de-
velop his 12-tone system of mu-
;ic after he came to America

come to the United States until
1933. As early as 1909 he was
producing such works as "Five
Pieces for Orchestra" and "Six
Pieces for Piano," which used
his radical new technique. His
creative output here was great.
"Ode to Napoleon," "Concerto
for Piano and Orchestra" and
"Fourth String Quartet" are ex-
amples.
