Ik* Cammsnt Noted
The brief cited the truce negoti-

ated In Korea and said internation-
al tensions have relaxed. It cited
President EiMnJiower'* comment
that on the basis of bi» experiences
at Geneva he felt Soviet leaders
were as ameer* as be In their de-
sire for peace.

"This perspective of peaceful co-
existence is incompatible with the
premise of the act. spelled out in
Section Two." the brief said-

Section Tiro says a world com-
mutost movement ejusti which
would establish a totalitarian dic-
tatorship by use of treachery, sab-
otage, terrorism and anv other
means deemed nectsaary. The sec-
tion say> tha. communist organiza-
tion in this country presents "a
clear and present danger to the se-
curity of the United States."

The brief said the act/ infringed
fundamental liberties guaranteed
by the Constitution and quoted this
excerpt from an address by Chief
Justice Warren in Chicago Aug. IB,

"We are living in a world ef
ideas and are going- through a -war
ef ideas. Everywhere there Is a
contest for the hearts aad wiad*
Of men,

"Every political concept Is un-
der scrutiny. Our American ayttem
like all others is on trial both at
home and abroad. Th* wav it
works; the manner in -whcih it
solves the problems of our day;
the extent to which tre maintain
Uae spirit of our Constitution with
its Bill of Right*, will in the long
run do more to make it both se-
cure and the* "object" of adulation
than the number of hydrogen
bombs «e stockpile."

After citing the Chief Justice's
remarks, the communist brief as-
serted:

"In a period of competitive co-
existence, no government which
infringes the fundamental liber-
ties of its citizens can hope to win
the respect and confidence of other
peoples. A decision rby the So-
preme court) sustaining the act. . .
won Id sacrifice our heritage o*
freedom and irretneirably handi-
cap the nation in the 'contest lor
the hearts and minds of men.' "

Douglas Quoted
In the reference to Douglas, the

brief quoted him as telling the
American Law Institute on Nov
16, 1953, that:

"America."* growing tendency in
the interest of secuv:ty to take
short cuts, to disregard the rights
of the individual, to sponsor the
cause of intolerance, and to adopt
more and more the tactics of the
world forces we oppose. . . have
helped lose for America the com-
manding position of moral leader-
ship which we had at the end of
World War D"
